
RKF IMPACTS SURVIVAL

PRESERVING RKF

7-12%
Lower risk of death associated 

with urine volume1,2,3

6-36%
Lower risk of death associated with GFR1,4

OVERHYDRATION 
does not preserve RKF9 and can lead to left 

ventricular hypertrophy & higher risk of death5,6

PHARMACOLOGY
using ACE, ARB, loop diuretics may be helpful7-10
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
